Team Process

Each student will be on a Freshmen team.

There are six teams designated by letters A
through F.

Each team consists of a Math, English, Biology,
and Social Studies teacher. The freshmen
administrator, guidance counselors and social
workers are also a part of that team.

Team teachers have common planning times to
discuss potential issues that arise with students
on their team.

Purpose of the Team

To discuss concerns and the progress of each
student - this ensures no time is wasted in getting
a student the help he or she needs.

To discuss strategies to use in the classroom to
help engage, motivate and challenge each
student.

To meet with parents and/or guardians and
students if there is an issue of concern in the
classroom.

To give positive feedback to parents through
emails and phone calls about what is
happening in the classroom.

To adjust academic levels when necessary.




HHS School Structure

Students in grades 7-12 will attend school for 5.5 hours per day for five days per week,
operating on AA BB days. Specifically, half of the students will come to school the same
two days every week, and the other half will come to school the other two days every
week. On the fifth day, Group A and B students will alternate between in-person learning
and at-home distance learning every other week. The diagram on the following page
outlines the rotation for our secondary students.
