Job Goal:

To provide a wide range of supports for a student who is dependent upon adults for all aspects of daily living activities and personal care.
Essential Performance Responsibilities:

1. Attends regularly and is punctual

2. Interacts effectively with student and all caregivers in both settings
3. Professional Responsibilities:

A. Maintains a thorough understanding of complex student medical issues

B. Operates all required equipment and machinery associated with providing the student with the appropriate levels of support for daily living activities and personal care, inclusive of PODD and other alternative communication systems.

C. Travels and consults between two different settings and work with related service deliverers  to appropriately address the student’s physical, medical, communication and cognitive needs

D. Assists the student in transitioning between the two settings

E. Assists with feeding the student via mouth or through administration via medical equipment.

F. Physically transfers the student from a wheelchair and attends to all of the student’s toileting /changing needs.

G. Performs other duties as assigned by the Director of Pupil Personnel Services
